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Введение

Настоящее пособие содержит тренировочные тесты по пяти разделам. Целью данного пособия является подготовка к единому государственному экзамену, предоставление учащимся практического материала для подготовки к тестовой форме аттестации. Школьники найдут в ней не только систематизированную информацию, но и смогут самостоятельно проверить свои знания, выполнив разнообразные задания и упражнения по лексике и грамматике. Учитывая тот факт, что предпосылкой для овладения иностранным языком как средством коммуникации в современном мире является интеграция всех языковых навыков, данное пособие также содержит задание по подготовке к письменной части экзамена. Письменная речь не может развиваться в изоляции без чтения и говорения. Таким образом, изучая комплексно все сферы английского языка, учащиеся решают лингвистические задачи, которые ставит перед ними жизнь.

Задания пособия помогут школьникам оценить собственные знания, ликвидировать имеющиеся пробелы в знаниях английского языка, научиться эффективно планировать и распределять время.

Методические рекомендации

Задания пособия состоят из пяти циклов. Первый цикл проверяет навыки чтения.
Целью заданий является проверка различных навыков чтения, а также наличия у обучающихся необходимого для данного уровня словарного запаса.
Тексты, представленные в данных тестах, ориентированы на просмотровое и поисковое чтение. В текстах согласно общепринятым стандартам допускается определенное количество незнакомых слов, значение которых может быть понято из контекста. Таким  образом, параллельно проверяется владение учащимися навыков выделения и интерпретации лексических единиц в микротексте.
Тест содержит тексты, в которых предлагается пять вопросов к тексту, по четыре варианта к каждому. Необходимо выбрать один правильный ответ из четырех предложенных. Вопросы могут относиться как ко всему параграфу, так и к отдельно взятой строке.

Целью задания является проверка умения учащихся в течение ограниченного времени выделить в тексте информацию, необходимую для выбора правильного ответа.
Незнакомые слова не должны затруднять понимание содержания текста. Внимание учащихся должно быть сконцентрировано, прежде всего, на предложенных вариантах ответа, поскольку в некоторых случаях минимальная разница между ними является существенной.
Технология оценивания

Все задания оцениваются следующим образом: за каждый правильный ответ ученик получает один балл.

Второй, лексический цикл, проверяет знание лексического материала. Учащиеся должны продемонстрировать уровень владения лексическим материалом и умение оперировать им в условиях множественного выбора.

Тексты содержат пропуски, которые необходимо заполнить, выбрав единственно правильный ответ из четырех предложенных. Упражнение на словоупотребление, в основе которого лежит множественный выбор, предполагает максимальную концентрацию внимания учащихся, поскольку его задачей является эффективный анализ лексики и соотношение выбранного варианта с микроконтекстом.

Целью задания является определение словарного запаса учащихся. Проверяется умение ориентироваться в предложенных вариантах ответа и знание синонимов. В ряде случаев выбор правильного ответа может быть результатом языковой догадки учащихся, основанной на лингвистической памяти.

Технология оценивания

Все задания оцениваются следующим образом: за каждый правильный ответ ученик получает один балл. Ошибки в орфографии не допускаются.

Грамматика
В третьем цикле проверяется умение употреблять глагольные формы. Целью задания является определение лингвистических навыков
учащихся, связанных, прежде всего, с пониманием грамматического аспекта предложенного контекста.

Демонстрируется понимание содержания и грамматических структур текста, определение знания учащимися одного из самых сложных и необходимых для выявления языковой компетенции раздела английской грамматики – словообразования. Для правильного выполнения этого задания необходимо знать суффиксальный способ образования существительных, наречий, прилагательных.
Технология оценивания
Все задания оцениваются следующим образом: за каждый правильный ответ учащийся получает один балл. Ошибки в орфографии и грамматике не допускаются.

Письмо

Цель цикла - проверить уровень сформированности умений учащихся использовать письменную речь для решения коммуникативно-ориентированных задач.

Говорение
Цель данного цикла – проверить сформированность умений учащихся использовать устную речь для решения коммуникативно-ориентированных задач.

Уровень сложности проверяемых умений различается по степени сложности высказывания, сложности тематики, сложности используемых функций, сложности используемого материала.

Советы учащимся

ЕГЭ по английскому языку представляет собой серьезное испытание для учащихся. Как успешно справиться с экзаменом?

Учащимся следует начинать подготовку к экзамену с момента принятия решения об участии в тестировании. Заниматься следует регулярно: ежедневное изучение небольшого объема информации даст положительный результат. Систематичное выполнение тренировочных тестов позволит обнаружить пробелы в знаниях, научиться распределять время, выработать схему работы над тестом, а также справиться со стрессом.

Экзамен далеко не простой. Не расстраивайтесь, если не наберете 100 баллов, а чтобы их получить, надо упорно готовиться к экзамену.

В этом вам поможет данное пособие – пособие для подготовки и успешной сдачи ЕГЭ.

Прежде чем приступить к выполнению работы по чтению, необходимо внимательно прочитать задание. Обратите внимание на время, на то, сколько его вам потребуется на выполнение каждого вида заданий, поскольку очень важно научиться выполнять задание в указанное время.

При выполнении лексико-грамматических заданий внимательно прочитайте весь текст до того, как начать выполнять задание. Это облегчит выбор необходимого языкового материала. Вдумывайтесь в смысл предложения, прежде чем заполнять пропуск, каждый раз перечитывайте предложения с заполненным пропуском, чтобы убедиться, что оно имеет смысл. Не забывайте в конце выполнения задания возвращаться к незаполненным пропускам, четко следуйте технологии выполнения задания.

При написании письма и открытки в первую очередь обратите внимание на правильное написание адреса, начальную и заключительную фразы.

Если вы пишете письмо, то указывайте свой адрес в правом верхнем углу. Сначала указывается номер дома, затем название улицы, город и код.

Под адресом пишется дата. Письмо начинается с обращения, в начале письма вы благодарите своего друга за ранее полученное письмо. В основном содержании письма необходимо затронуть все вопросы, указанные в задании.

При написании письма следует соблюдать абзацы и использовать слова и фразы, которые часто употребляются и в устном разговоре. При написании сочинения важно соблюдать определенную структуру текста.

Высказываясь по проблеме, необходимо помнить, что вы должны высказать свое мнение, сделать выводы, сравнить. Высказывая свое мнение, нужно стараться использовать разговорные фразы. В парной работе необходимо продемонстрировать умение общаться: слушать своего собеседника, поддерживать разговор, побуждать своего собеседника к высказыванию, нужно показать, что вы знаете, как общаться с собеседником, быть вежливым.

0 – E. In Totnes, they use 'acorns', in Manchester 'bobbins' and in Cambridge 'cams'. What on earth are these you may ask? These are all currency units used in the Local Exchange Trading Systems (LETS),a scheme that avoids the need to pay cash for goods and service, working instead on a bartering exchange system.

1. If you've never heard of LETS (Local Exchange Trading Systems) you might wonder what the fuss is all about. With more than 400 schemes in the UK, it's obvious that more and more people are catching on to the idea. And if you are tired of seeing your cash disappear in taxes, here's a way of keeping your cash and exchanging your skills instead.
2. Sean Kelly, who edits his local LETS newsletter, lives in a village in Bedfordshire. He works part-tune for the BBC as a vision engineer. He and his wife, who works part-time at the Open University, moved to the village from London eight years ago. They wanted 'to spend time doing what we wanted to do, explains Steve, and LETS fits very well into that plan.

3. They joined the LETS scheme when it began after attending a public meeting advertised in a local newspaper, When, 18 months ago, their first son arrived, the LETS scheme became a godsend. Not only have they acquired everything necessary for a baby, they have found the idea of baby-sitting helpful too. 'We've made more friends locally through LETS than anything else.
4. One of the most popular things on offer as part of the scheme is fresh fruit and vegetables - especially if it's organic. But there all sorts of skills and goods that people can offer.. One member renovates old computers and another member has a selection of ballgowns for hire - not really an everyday service, but she was surprised at the demand.

5. Occasionally the members set up a gardening or decorating gang, where a group gets together and tackles a bigger job in someone's garden or home. There are a lot of gardeners with years of experience. This becomes a social event too and you can hear the laughter from one of these gangs a long way off. Even children become involved in the scheme - car-washing is a particular favourite.
6. Probably around a third of the members come to the scheme through green or social beliefs.. Some may be members of organizations such as Greenpeace or Friends of the Earth. They are attracted to LETS by the fact that many goods get recycled. One LETS group was started by a single mother on a council estate who saw the benefits for those on lower incomes.
7. But the most important thing, if you do decide to join, is to get involved. Don't just sit around waiting for it to happen; you need to be active. Go to meetings and social events, get to know people, and soon you could be swapping skills you did not know you had!
